The Great Dung Beetle Challenge aims to find out where introduced
dung beetle species have established, increasing our knowledge of
their current distirbution and possibly locating harvest sites. Many of
the beetles released in the original CSIRO project have never been
recovered and it would be really valuable to know if this is because
they didn’t establish or simply because no-one has seen them since.

School children, junior landcare groups, girl guides etc are being asked
to become “Dung Detectives” and there are some really good prizes to
be won.

It is
really very easy - all they need to do is collect their beetle samples and
follow the instructions.
